Minneapolis, MN (August 24, 2005) --- TSI Instruments, Inc., one of the leading manufacturers 
of precision measurement instruments, announced today that it has completed the acquisition of 
Tekran Inc. of Toronto, Ontario.  Tekran, the world’s leading developer of ultra-trace 
environmental instrumentation with particular emphasis on the measurement of mercury, joins the 
TSI family of companies with industry-leading expertise in measurement, monitoring, reporting 
and performance improvement solutions for the power and manufacturing sectors. 
 
Terms of the transaction were not disclosed.  In addition to Tekran, the TSI group of companies 
includes TSI Instruments and ESC.  The latter is a leading power generation engineering firm 
providing industry-leading emission monitoring and measurement software, systems 
design/integration and performance improvement. 
 
“Tekran’s mercury CEMS technology is proven, tested and ready for the real-world applications 
today,” said John Fauth, TSI Group CEO.  “Their technical leadership, and demonstrated 
performance, makes Tekran the standard for mercury monitoring in power plants and factories 
and makes them a perfect fit into our existing portfolio of companies serving the power 
generation industry.” 
 
“Mercury emission monitoring and abatement is the next focus in point source environmental 
protection,” Fauth continued.  “Tekran’s technical superiority backed by TSI’s manufacturing and 
management capabilities in precision instrumentation and enhanced by ESC’s expertise in 
monitoring software, and field service, means that customers don’t have to wait for the market to 
mature to address their needs; they can act now and do so with confidence.” 
 
Fauth said the Tekran product line would be available directly to customers and systems 
integrators through a dedicated Tekran sales team.  Tekran currently has the largest installed base 
of any mercury CEMS system in the world. 
 
In the fall of 2004, the EPA invited all instrumentation manufacturers, with commercially 
available mercury continuous emissions monitoring systems, to supply instruments for long term 
trials at two test sites.  The purpose of the trials was to determine whether any of the existing 
systems (systems from four vendors were tested) were capable of meeting the EPA’s stringent 
performance requirements during long term operation.  The first site, in North Carolina is a 
typical “dry” stack, while the second site in Kentucky has a wet scrubber. The Tekran Series 3300 
CEM was the only system that passed all tests at both sites. This demonstrated performance, 
coupled with high availability, advanced QA/QC features, and a low cost of operation, prompted 
the US EPA National Risk Management Research Laboratory (NRMRL) to recently purchase 
three Tekran Series 3300 Speciating Mercury Continuous Emissions Monitoring (CEM) systems 
for its own use.   
 
In addition to the two EPA test sites, Series 3300 systems have been in continuous operation at 
actual coal fired facilities since November 2003.  The systems have demonstrated high reliability, 
total immunity to all interferences (including SO2), very low cost of operation and excellent 
accuracy.  



 

 

 
In other recent developments, EPA scientists have developed a draft protocol for validation of an 
instrumental reference method (IRM) to replace the time consuming and complex Ontario Hydro 
method.  This IRM relies heavily on the dynamic spiking of the stack gas matrix with a series of 
test gases.  Again, Tekran’s Series 3300 has been the instrument selected for validation of this 
protocol.   
 
Tekran President Frank Schaedlich noted, “The acquisition by TSI provides us with capital to 
grow our installed base and expand our R&D programs, while also providing access to their 
world-class design, manufacturing and customer support facilities”.  Schaedlich noted that 
Tekran’s research and development operations will remain in Toronto.
